OELC BUILDING
IMPROVEMENT PROJECT BU‘LDING
PROJECT

Several months ago the Osseo Evangelical Lutheran Church received a very nice offer
of financial support for the purpose of establishing or improving a particular area of our
building. This gift is being offered in memory of Wilmer and Edna Dahl by family
members. The proposal was first brought to our Special Gifts and Donations Committee
and then to our church council for consideration. With the support of our Special Gifts &
Donations Committee OELC council members were asked to consider the matter and
come to the next month's meeting with ideas for establishing or improving an area of
our church. The suggestion brought back to the council that was most appealing to the
donors was to establish a chapel in the East end of our Sunday School wing.

A church our size could make use of a chapel in a variety of ways. We often have
weddings, funerals, family baptisms, and various other services which could take place
in a smaller, more intimate setting. Our confirmation class could meet in the area of the
building where classes are already taking place for an abbreviated worship service to
practice what we are about to study. We currently have two Sunday School choirs whose
practice time on Sunday morning often overlaps in the main sanctuary.

If we moved forward, using the gift that is being offered, our goal would be to
establish an area that could be configured as a multi -purpose room. This means that
adult education events, Dairyland Conference gatherings, WELCA events, bible study
groups, etc. could utilize this space as well.

The amount of the gift, which is in excess of $25,000, will allow us to do a major
renovation of this space that would include: removing and moving some walls, changing
some electrical items, replacing flooring, modifying our heating system, moving a couple
of doors, repainting the area, purchasing a Clavinova (digital piano), providing 75 new
chairs, moving the altar (originally used in the first church building) into the chapel,
window treatments for 8 windows, and a few miscellaneous things. The gift would also
allow for improvements to made to adjoining areas that would include: removing the
existing curb and sidewalk outside the north entrance and redoing that section to allow
barrier free access from the parking lot and adding a second powered, handicap
accessible door at the North entrance.

By the time this article is published we will have shared the above information in the
form of a Temple Talk held on Sunday, April 22 during coffee hour. Moving forward the
plan is to finalize the gathering of bids as we're waiting for one final contractor to submit
theirs. We will then present the complete project at a special congregational meeting (to
be announced) for the purpose of answering any questions and considering any
additional suggestions and feedback before our church council votes on the matter.
